Terms & Conditions / Information

Enrolment & Bookings
e Signing In & Out: It is a requirement to sign children in/out each day (including school holidays). Children cannot sign themselves in/out.
e Absences & Sick Children:
o All booked days are payable, regardless of absence.
o Changes/Cancellations require one week's written notice directly to the center.
o Sick children cannot attend to prevent spreading illness. Medication administration requires prior discussion with program managers.

Program Information
e Senior Program:
o The Senior Program requires a minimum number of participants to run. We'll notify families by phone the day before if cancelled.
o In case of cancellation, families can choose to withdraw their child or move them to the standard program.
o If we don't hear from you by COB the day before, your child will be enrolled in the standard program.
o All children must complete and follow the Responsible Seniors Agreement.

e Service Program:
o All service program and planned experience details are accessible on StoryPark

General Information
o Food & Drink:
o Pack a healthy morning tea, lunch, and refillable water bottle. The service provides a healthy afternoon snack.
o Please be aware of nut, coconut, and sesame seed allergies.
o Remind your child not to share food.

o Clothing:
o Children should wear appropriate clothing (shorts/pants, shirt with covered shoulders, hat, warm jacket for cold weather).
o Closed-toe shoes are required (no thongs, crocs, open sandals).
o Pack old clothes or an art smock for messy activities.
o Always pack a hat and spare clothes (regardless of weather).

e Sunscreen:
o Please apply sunscreen (SPF 30+) before drop-off.
o We will reapply sunscreen throughout the day following our Sun Safe Policy.
o If your child has a sunscreen allergy, please provide a suitable alternative and inform staff.

« Valuables: We cannot take responsibility for lost or damaged valuables (toys, electronics, money).

o Technology:
o Smartwatches must be in School Mode with no internet access, photography, or calling.
o Other devices have controlled use during designated timeframes (no internet, photography, or messaging).
o Alltechnology must be given to an educator to store in the office upon arrival.

Excursions
e Risk Assessments: Risk assessments are always conducted and shared via Email and on StoryPark.
e Arrival Time: Be at the centre 30 minutes before excursion departure, as per the Excursion Authorisation Form.
o Weather: Outdoor activities may be substituted due to weather.
e Packing for Excursions: Pack a morning teq, lunch, extra snack, water, hat, backpack, closed-toe shoes, and Erskineville Public School Uniform.

Fees & Rebates
e Child Care Subsidy (CCS): Available to subsidize fees (up to 90% based on income).
o For Example: A family eligible for 64% CCS will only pay 36% of the remaining session fee. This means for a 10-hour session and Excursion costing
$90, the family will pay the gap fee of $32.40 with the remaining $57.60 covered by CCS. That’s $3.24 per hour.
o Full Fees: Apply to families not claiming CCS or pending assessment. Register with the Department of Human Services (13 61 50) for CCS information.
¢ Payment: Fees are due 2 weeks in advance. Outstanding fees may result in losing your child's spot. Bookings cannot be processed for families with
outstanding debt.
